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Abstract

The abstract is to be in fully justified italicized text, at the bottom of the author information column as it is here, and bracketed by lines. Use the word “Abstract” as the title, in 11-point Times, boldface type, aligned to the left. The abstract is to be in 10-point, single-spaced type. For papers under the engineering, IT, computer science, physics, maths and related fields, the abstract should be unstructured and not exceeding 250 words. For papers under the medical & public health care fields that contain original research, the abstracts must be structured according to the type of article published with the following headings Objectives, Methods, Results, and Conclusions; All manuscripts must be in English.

Keywords: Select only three keywords

1. INTRODUCTION

These guidelines include complete descriptions of the fonts, spacing, and related information for producing your proceedings manuscripts. A file of this sample manuscript is also available at the CRE website (http://www.ucsi.edu.my/research), which you can use as a template to prepare your paper.

This guidelines have been adapted from the IASTED format found on their website, http://www.iasted.org and last updated on 6th JUN 2006 [JUL].

2. Formatting your paper

All pages must be A4 sized, with a top, bottom, left and right margins of 2.54 cm each. All main body text must be in single column format. Text must be fully justified.

3. Main title

The main title (on the first page) should be flushed left, and in Times New Roman 24-point, boldface type. Capitalize the first letter of nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, and adverbs; do not capitalize articles, coordinate conjunctions, or prepositions (unless the title begins with such a word). 


4. Author INFORMATION

Author names and affiliations are to be flushed left beneath the title and printed in Times New Roman 12-point, non-boldface type except the name. Multiple authors may be shown in line. Affiliations are centered below the authors’ name and not bold. Include just the first Author e-mail addresses if possible. Follow the author information by one blank line before the abstract.

5. Type-style and fonts

Wherever Times is specified, Times Roman, or New Times Roman may be used. If neither is available on your word processor, please use the font closest in appearance to Times that you have access to. Please avoid using bit-mapped fonts if possible. True-Type 1 fonts are preferred.

6. Main text
Type your main text in 12-point Times New Roman, single-spaced. Do not use double-spacing. Be sure your text is fully justified—that is, flush left and flush right. 

Figure and table captions should be 10-point Times New Roman, boldface. Initially capitalize only the first word of each figure caption and table title. Figures and tables must be numbered separately. For example: “Figure 1. Database contexts”, “Table 1. Input data”. Figure captions are to be below the figures. Table titles are to be centered above the tables.

7. First-order headings

First order heading must be numbered in Arabic numeral followed by a period and a space before the title. For example, “1. Introduction”, should be Times 12-point boldface, capitalized, flush left, with two blank lines (12-point) before, and one blank line after. 

A. Second-order headings

As in this heading, they should be Times New Roman 12-point boldface, initially capitalized, flush left, with one blank line before, and one after. They must be numbered with alphabets, with 1 blank line before and after.

8. Illustrations, graphs, and photographs

All graphics should be centered. Your artwork must be embedded in article. Supply the best quality photographs and illustrations possible. Penciled lines and very fine lines do not reproduce well. Only grayscale images will be accepted. Do not submit color images.

9. References

Since this is a multi-disciplinary journal, the Editorial Board allows different reference and citation format to be used according to the paper’s discipline. Please note the types of format that applies to the following disciplines.
